Downloading a CHM file from the internet will flag the file for Windows Explorer. For security, the down-
loaded file is prevented from accessing any web files. Because the CHM file consists of HTML files, it is
prevented from displaying them. This will create a parts manual that will not display topics and state that
“Navigation to the webpage was cancelled”.

This can be fixed quickly by altering the file’s properties in Windows Explorer.
